A Computer Network?

· A connection - hardware
· 2 or more computers

· Usually uses Ethernet cable

· But can be a wireless

Examples of Networks

· Computers in a college

· Computers in an office

· Home PC w/ cable modem
What Is the Internet?

· A Network of Networks

· Links many small networks
· Spans the whole globe

· Each PC has IP address:

· E.g., 124.54.32.125  

Accessing the Internet

· Dial-up Access: Slow
· Available everywhere
· Broadband Access

· Broadband = “high speed”

· Cable or DSL (Digital Subscriber Line)

· Always connected

Internet Serv. Provider (ISP)

· Provides Internet access

· For orgs & individuals

· Req. User ID and password
· Usually includes Email
· Charges monthly fee

· AT&T (SBC) DSL

· America Online (AOL)

HyperText Markup Language

· Can have special formatting

· Can include graphics

· Hypertext

· Ordinary text plus hyperlinks
· Connects to other pages

· <tags> for formatting

Uniform Resource Identifier (URI, or web address)
Also called URL (Uniform Resource Locator)
· No spaces

· Sometimes case sensitive

· HyperText Transfer Protocol

Start Page (Home Page) 
· Favorites and bookmarks

· Can type URL (Web address)

· Useful buttons: Back & Forward, 
Reload & Stop

Browser Buttons

· Home — Your Start page

· Stop — Cancels download

· Refresh — Gets new copy
· History — Where you were
· Back — Previous page

· When Back doesn’t work,

Click View > Goto 
Or, Close window
Cookies

· Hidden ID tags on your PC
· Lets Web sites recognize you

· Some cookies are useful

· Anti-Spyware: Eats bad cookies

· To see cookies:

· C:\Documents and Settings\User\Cookies

History

· Shows where you have been

· Stores info for 1–2 weeks

· Click History button

· To clear your history:

· Tools > Internet Options

· Click General tab

· Click Clear History button

Searching

· Search Engines:

· Google or Yahoo! / Bing 
SpyWare
· Malicious cookies: Trackers
· Key-loggers: records keystrokes

· Avoid free software

· Avoid disreputable sites

Copyrights & Plagiarism

· On Web, very easy to copy
· Give credit for other’s work

· Otherwise, Plagiarism
· Get permission to use it

· Otherwise, Piracy

· Some fair use exceptions
